Thank you for soliciting public comments in response to the South Delta
Improvement Project (SDIP) DEIRjS.

It makes no sense to move forward with a project that will divert more fresh
water from the delta when delta fish populations are crashing. While scientists
suspect several factors are responsible for the crash, most agree that water
diversions are one of the most significant. Please withdraw the SDIP DEIRjS
until the causes of the delta fish decline --including water diversions --are
investigated and fully resolved..

California does not need to increase delta diversions to meet its current and
future water needs. The state's own water plan proves that increased investments
in urban and agricultural water use efficiency and reclamation can meet our
needs well into the future.

At the minimum, the SDIP DEIRjS should consider an alternative that
significantly reduces delta pumping from current levels, actually improves delta
water quality and habitat, and protects fish.
